FUN  AND  EXCIT ING  WAYS  TO  READ  YOUR  STORY

EDUCATIONAL  ACTIV IT IES  BASED  ON  YOUR  STORY

1. Create a Puppy Storytelling Activity: Have the child create their own

story using the characters from Tofy and Kiley's story. Encourage the

child to think about the different emotions that Tofy and Kiley

experienced and how they overcame their fears.

2. Design a Village Map: Have the child draw and color a map of Drinak,

labeling the different places and landmarks that were mentioned in the

story.

3. Build a Mythical Creature: Have the child create their own mythical

creature like Kiley. Have them draw and color the creature, and then have

them write down a few sentences about its features and personality.

4. Friendship Scavenger Hunt: Have the child think of different items that

represent friendship, such as a stuffed animal, a flower, a book, etc. Have

them create a scavenger hunt around the house or classroom for these

items, and then discuss how the items represent friendship.

5. Create a Puppy Play: Have the child create a puppet show or play based

on the story. They can use paper bags, sticks, and other craft materials

to create the puppets and props. Encourage the child to think about how

the characters interacted with each other and how they overcame their

fears.
